Is your life conformed to this world and its system or is your life being transformed by the spirit?

Do you feel that the way your living your life is pleasing to God?

Stewardship

Do you realize that everything you have is God’s and not yours, and that you are only a manager of it all and not an owner?
Are you leveraging everything God has blessed you with for His Kingdom or for your own?

Are you living beyond your financial means?
Would you be considered a slave because of what you owe to a person or an institution?

Would others consider you a cheerful giver, or very stingy?

Do you treat your body as if it is the Temple of the Holy Spirit?

Are you financially supporting the church you attend with at least a tenth of your gross income?

Are you serving God strategically with your time, talents and resources?
Are you holding on tightly to the things of this world, or have you opened your hand to let God give and take away as He pleases? 
Faith

Character
What words would those who are closest to you honestly say to describe you?

Are you a person with integrity?

Do others feel that they can trust you?

Do you have a friendly, hospitable and gracious attitude or are you sarcastic, rude or cold?
Humble or arrogant, which best describes your personality?

Are you being controlled by your sinful nature or by the spirit of God?

What legacy are you leaving behind?

Are you continually evaluating the things you do, making sure your being a good witness and a light to this lost world?

Do you continually question your motives to make sure your heart is in the right place?
Do you slander people you don’t like to your friends or in your mind?
Are you a light in the darkness, or are you dark when with those in the darkness?
Would others say you are worthy of respect.
Are you always willing to share, or do you always feel reluctant to share?
Are you fully honoring all of your commitments, or do you have a pattern of looking for ways to get out of them, or not honoring them at all?
Do you help to encourage people or are you quick to let them know when they did wrong?
Can you say that more and more attributes of God are becoming part of your character?

If someone shares something with you in confidence, do you keep it to yourself, or do you occasionally share it with someone you trust and tell them not to say anything?

Forgiving
When someone has hurt you, do you turn that hurt over to God for Him to heal or do you hold it against that person and become bitter towards them?

Have you let go and forgiven others who have sinned against you from your past?
Are you quicker to forgive, knowing how much God has forgiven you, or do you still hold grudges?

Are you able to love and pray for your enemies?

If someone keeps continually sinning against you and they are truly repentant of it, do you continue to forgive them?

Direction

God has invited you into His game plan, are you even in His game?

Are you allowing your past to negatively affect your future?
Are you responding to the promptings of Holy Spirit to guide and direct you, or do you feel that you need to rely on your own knowledge and wisdom?
The people you spend the majority of your time with will influence and determine the direction and quality of your life, so are you comfortable with who you are hanging with?
Are you becoming more Christ like, or has your growth stagnated?

How are you standing, with one foot in this world and one foot out, or both feet in or both feet out?

Love

Do you or can you love people, other than those who love you?

Are you loving and serving those who are around you?

Are you putting other people’s feelings or considerations above your own?

Is there anyone who would truly say that you love and care for them?
If you speak a painful truth to someone, are you bringing it sincerely in love to help them, or are you saying it just for your benefit or as a reaction to something they said to you.

With knowing that you are also a sinner, are you accepting of others or are you quick to judge and pronounce sentence on them?

Are you very critical of people and show little patients with them?
Do you provide for the needs of those in your immediate family?
Do you give grace and show mercy to others, or are you quick to accuse?

Can you give or express any unconditional love?

Worship
You are what you worship, so what is it that you love the most?

What you love the most is what you will worship. So if it is something other than God, then that is idolatry, so are you committing idolatry?
Is God what takes up most of your thought life, or does something else consume your thoughts?

What is driving you, is it something other than God or His agenda?

Discipline

Are you applying the knowledge you receive when you receive it or is it just heard and unintentionally forgotten?

Are you living a life of self-indulgence or self-sacrifice?
In the areas that you struggle, have you set healthy boundaries for yourself and are being held accountable?
Jesus said, “If you love me you will obey me”, so can you say that your obeying Jesus’ teaching? 
Have you set time aside each day to pray and be alone with God?

What things are you watching or thinking about, are they healthy and edifying for Gods kingdom or are they unhealthy and detrimental?

Do you consistently pray for others?

Thankfulness

Do you make an consorted effort in letting God know how thankful you are for all the provisions he has blessed you with, or are your conversations always about what He hasn’t blessed you with.

When God doesn’t answer your prayers favorably, do you become angry and bitter, or are you still thankful because you know that He knows what’s best for you.

Time

Are you ignoring the fact that your days are numbered?

Are you living your life knowing that death is your destiny?

Are you spending your time wisely of wastefully?

Is knowing that you have eternal life and that your time is short here on earth , shaping the way that you live?

Are you neglecting those around you in the present because your mind is set on your future?

Have you over committed yourself and now you cannot give 100% to all those commitments? 
Servant hood

The opposite of selfishness is servant hood, so whom are you serving besides yourself?

Are you doing anything to serve God and to further His Kingdom or are you just serving yourself?

Are you serving for self-centered motives and your best interest?
Who is benefiting from the goodness and grace of God in your life?

Are you a hypocrite by serving at church and not at home?

Would others say that you a good friend to them or are you just a friend to those who you can benefit from?

Fellowship
Who are you most associating with, the Godly or ungodly?
Are you connected to a body of believers that encourages, motivates and holds you accountable?

Are you attending a church that is relevant and is spiritually feeding you where you are motivated to attend?
If you have a crisis in your life, do you have any Christians who can pray for you and help you through it?  

Who comes first?
Do you always put God first and everything and everyone else second?
We were created by God, for God, to honor God, have you embraced this realization yet?

If you feel convicted over something, do you disregard it because you don’t want to hurt someone’s feelings, even though it may be a sin in God’s eyes?
Do you ever pray this to God, “Lord I need this, but none the less, your will be done”

Are you ready?
If someone confronts you about what you believe, are you prepared to give them a good and accurate response?
